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Amur leopard information sources 
The Amur (or Far Eastern) leopard (Panthera pardus orientalis) is one of the most endangered, but probably one of the least familiar, large cats in the world. There are approximately 35 individuals remaining in the wild in Far Eastern Russia, and about 200 in zoo breeding programmes around the world. The European Endangered Species Programme (EEP) for Amur leopards currently has 111 individuals (68 males and 43 females) in zoos in Europe and Russia.
